I am pleased to announce that I am now offering my gynecology patients Adiana® Permanent Contraception, a transcervical option for permanent contraception. This procedure requires that a hysterosalpingography (HSG) confirmation test be performed to confirm tubal occlusion. As a result, I would like to refer patients to you who have had the Adiana procedure.
Successful placement of the Adiana matrices must be confirmed by an HSG confirmation test 3 months post-procedure. The Adiana procedure involves hysteroscopic placement of a soft, biocompatible silicone matrix in each of the patient’s fallopian tubes, which creates a permanent birth control barrier within 3 months.

Your role is critical in ensuring the success of the Adiana Permanent Contraception procedure. Adiana tubal occlusion for the Adiana procedure is confirmed by verifying that there is a total blockage of contrast medium in the fallopian tube at, but not beyond, the implanted matrix. The Adiana HSG Confirmation Test should be more comfortable for patients than an HSG performed for tubal patency testing since it requires less pressure.
